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PUULOA ROAD IMPROVEMENT PROJECT  
The Puuloa Road Improvement Project began in 
December 2003, but did not break ground until 
2005 due to undergrounding utilities. It was 
completed in January  2009. The road officially 
reopened on February 10, 2009.   
 

Improvements include additions of: 
· exclusive turning lanes at the side streets 
· paved shoulder lanes for bus stops 
· planned landscaping along both sides 
· organized parking areas 
· ADA provisions of sidewalks, bike lanes, and 

street lights 
· proper signalization of intersections at        

Mokumoa Road, Mapunapuna Road,   
Mapunapuna Place and Kilihau Street

$15,863,511, helps to significantly reduce     
potentially hazardous conditions for pedestrians 
and motorists alike.
