Small Business Legislation Highlights

Provides an unemployment insurance tax assessment reduction for calendar years 2008, 2009, and 2010, by lowering the maximum annual
wage assessment ceiling to $13,000.

Requires that the Insurance Commissioner regulate and approve health insurance rates. Prohibits excessive health insurance premiums.
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Requires the Insurance Commissioner to exempt a group health issuer that offers group health plans to small employers with only one
employee, subject to the Insurance Commissioner's determination that the small insurer is able to do so.
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Requires Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism (DBEDT) to investigate, collect, analyze, and publish research and
data to track economic progress and aid in the development and economic health of growth industries. Requires DBEDT to improve the
State's ability to measure progress toward achieving innovation in Hawaii's economy, and to assess the effectiveness of measures enacted by
the Legislature to improve Hawaii's economic situation.
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Exempts from the general excise tax amounts that a client company pays to a professional employment organization that will be expended to
pay the wages, salaries, payroll taxes, and benefits of the employees hired by a client company.
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Amends Small Business Regulatory Flexibility Act by requiring a small business impact statement to be submitted to the Small Business
Regulatory Review Board as early as possible in the review process. Requires the board to notify a small business that they may complain to
the ombudsman if the decision is to uphold an agency rule. Expands board duties to include review of any proposed new or amended rule.
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Creates a livestock revitalization and food security program to administer and disburse funds to qualified cattle, dairy, hog, and poultry farms
that apply for and receive, if properly documented, a reimbursement for up to sixty per cent of each farm's feed expenses.
