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Motor Vehicle Weight Tax Exemption   
State of Hawaii residents who are in the 

National Guard, are Reservists or Active Duty 
Personnel  

Starting October 1, as a result of HB 2605, Act 141, 
2008 service members who claim Hawaii as their 
state of residency can obtain an exemption from 
the motor vehicle weight taxes for both the State of 
Hawaii and Counties.   
 

The new City and County of Honolulu's CS-L-50A 
form; motor vehicle weight tax exemption is being 
distributed by the Hawaii State Department of 
Defense through the various military branches. 
 

All military personnel qualify for this exemption, 
regardless of whether their car registration had 
expired by September 30. 
 

Those who have already paid their vehicle 
registration in 2008 will receive a pro-rated refund 
of weight taxes.  At their next renewal, both the 
state and county weight taxes will be waived.
