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Among much debate, the City County Council has 
recently revised the planned route of the rail transit 
system that is expected to begin construction in th e 
later part of this year.   The route was initially designed 
to run through the Salt Lake residential area but will now 
extend to the airport and Pearl Harbor Naval Base 
instead, while the rest of the route running from 
Kapolei to Ala Moana will remain in plan.   
 

The City Council concluded that the inclusion of both 
Salt Lake and airport routes would not be feasible but 
that the new plan will generate higher ridership .  It is 
projected to cost $220 million  more for construction, 
though it will lengthen an additional three-quarter of a 
mile.

Education Ranked Among 
Hawaii's Top Priorities  

In a telephone-interviewed poll conducted by The 
People’s Pulse,  Hawaii residents have pegged 
education as the second most important issue, 
following the concern of the economy as number 
one.   
 

The poll also listed what citizens believe are the five 
areas of capital improvement priorities, rating public 
schools and roads highest and the University of 
Hawaii third.  Four-fifths of the public (85%) feel that 
K-12 public schools should lead the rank for 
expedited investments in infrastructure 
priorities , over the three-fourths that feel the roads 
should be of high importance.  On most important 
issues facing the State, education ranks above roads 
and traffic. 
 

The poll is presented in the 2009 Winter Issue of The 
People’s Pulse, sponsored by the Hawaii 
Business Roundtable and Pacific Resource 
Partnership.    
 

The research included seven hundred random adult 
citizens throughout the State.  Results reflect a 95% 
confidence level and research is conducted by 
OmniTrak Group Inc.
