With "Furlough Fridays" a reality, efforts toward a long-term solution are overdue. The time that some are now

devoting to finger-pointing and affixing blame are a distraction from the more important work we have before us.

The real question is, as the economic torrent threatens to erode the foundation of public education, what can we

do? A number of educational funding options have been laid before us, including targeted tax increases,

drawing from various existing funds, and reducing costs in other areas. Each proposal has supporters and
detractors, but the most important action the parties can take at this point is to demonstrate a willingness to
carefully consider everything that is on the table. The discussion should be as inclusive as possible. That

means including, at minimum, the administration, the DOE and the HSTA in coming up with a workable solution

While all of us would like to have a swift answer, most of us recognize that a quick solution that runs into rancor

and roadblocks in its implementation would only lead to further delays.
