The Hawaii Quentin Burdick Program began in Hawaii in 
1999 through funding by the U.S. Department of Health and 
Human Services and later through the Hawaii State 
Legislature. The program was created for students at the 
University of Hawaii to gain professional experience in the 
rural communities of Honokaa, Pahoa, Hanalei, Waimea, 
Molokai and Lanai. Students in 11 different disciplines at the 
University of Hawaii have participated in the program 
including nursing, medicine, social work, public health, 
psychology, medical technology, nutrition, dental hygiene, 
education, speech/audiology and speech communication. In 
addition, each team invites a local high school student living 
in the rural community to work with them during the summer 
practicum, providing them with a hands-on opportunity to 
learn more about careers in the health industry.
